Cut flowers will be judges according to suitability, coloring, relation of container to flower or flowers, and artistic appearance,
should include attached foliage when possible. No foliage is needed with daylilies. Miniature daylily blooms should be less
than 3 inches.
All cut flowers ONLY from the Tuesday show may be removed on Wednesday from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. or before 9:30 a.m. on
Thursday. ALL potted plants and arrangements are to be left for display until removal on Sunday.
Wedging (the use of an oasis, cotton, wood, paper towel, etc.) is allowed in cut flower display.
For cut flower displays of hostas, roses and daylilies the name of the variety should be written on the back of the tag if the
name is known.
Spike — (sp) means many flowers attached by a short stem along one main central stem as gladiolus.
Stalk — (st) is a single stem composed of a few flowers
